LARGEST PUBLISHED BOOK 

Measuring more than 5 x 7 ft and weighing in at 133 pounds, the book ‘Bhutan: A Visual Odyssey Across the Last Himalayan Kingdom’ by Michael Hawley of MIT (USA) is the biggest published book. It  features a total of 112 pages of spectacular images

MOST HITS ON A VIDEO (SINGLE DAY)
The music video of ‘Gentleman’ by the South Korean rapper PSY,  got around 52 million hits  on April 20, 2013.  The video was posted at 9.00 pm (1200 GMT) on YouTube and broke the previous record for single-day views of 8 million by Justin Bieber's Boyfriend video in May 2012. PSY released his single ‘Gentleman’ in 119 countries on April 19, 2013.  The choreography for Gentleman, including the ‘arrogant dance’ was unveiled at a concert in Seoul on April 20, 2013 before more than 50,000 fans.

FIRST VIDEO TO BE VIEWED 1 BILLION TIMES ON YOUTUBE
The song Oppan Gangnam Style by the South Korean singer, songwriter, rapper, dancer, record producer and television personality Park Jae-sang (born December 31, 1977), popularly known by his stage name PSY, exceeded 1 billion views on YouTube, on December 12, 2012, becoming the first and currently only video to do so in the website's history. The billionth view came just 159 days after the video was first uploaded on July 15, 2012. 

WORLD’S LOWEST CAR ON ROAD BUILT BY HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS 	
The students and teachers of the automobile engineering course of Okayama Sanyo High School in Asakuchi, Japan, created Mirai (meaning ‘future’ in Japanese), world’s lowest roadworthy car which is just 45.2 cm tall. It runs on six main batteries and the motors and controlling components are from ‘Q-car’, produced by CQ motors in Japan, while the switching console is from a motorbike. 
MOST PEOPLE DANCING (SINGLE STEP)
A total of 60,000 people in the audience did the horse riding dance from the song ‘Oppan Gangnam Style’ with Park Jae-sang (popularly known by his stage name PSY)  during his performance of ‘Gangnam Style’, at a free concert named ‘International Singer Psy, Seoul Style Concert’ in Seoul, on October 4, 2012, at the Seoul City Hall Square. Psy's concert was broadcasted live though his official YouTube channel worldwide.
MOST HULA HOOPS ROTATED SIMULTANEOUSLY
Stuntwoman Jin Linlin (23) from China, spun a total of 305 hula hoops at once for 22 seconds, at a shopping mall. She broke her own record of dancing with 300 hula hoops which was done in the year 2008. She has been playing hoops for 12 years. 

MOST PEOPLE DANCING WITH HULA HOOPS TOGETHER (SINGLE VENUE)
A total of 3,966  people danced with hula hoops simultaneously for seven minutes, at an event organized by the Public Health Ministry's Department of Health, on February 12, 2013, at an open-air stadium at Thammasat University. Initially there were 4,483 participants in the attempt, but out of them a total of 517 contestants dropped off after they failed to keep their hoops up. The event was organised to create awareness among the Thais.
STEEPEST ROLLER COASTER
Takabisha, a Gerstlauer Euro-Fighter steel roller coaster located at the Fuji-Q Highland theme park in Fujiyoshida, Yamanashi, Japan, has a free falling angle of 121 degrees. The ride was officially opened to the public on July 16, 2011. The 1,000-metre (3,300 ft) ride begins with a sudden drop into pitch black darkness before entering a slow heart line roll. The whole ride gets over in just 2 minutes.
BIGGEST DRUM
This drum made in Yeongdong, South Korea, weighs over 7 tns and has a 6.4 m diameter. It was completed on July 27, 2011. 

LONGEST TIME SPENT IN DIRECT FULL BODY CONTACT WITH ICE

Jin Songhao from China, spent a total of 2 hours and 20 minutes in direct contact with ice, on the Tianmen Mountain, on January 3, 2011,  in Zhangjiajie, China. He was competing with Chen Kecai (from China) who also took part in the cold endurance competition.  



MOST KITES FLOWN SIMULTANEOUSLY
The UNRWA (United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Palestine Refugees in the Near East) organised an event in which the Palestine children flew a total of 15,000 kites in the open sky on the coast of Gaza Strip, on July 28, 2011. 
LARGEST TRADITIONAL DRESS
A group of Palestinian seamstresses in Hebron produced the largest traditional dress ever sewn. About 150 women helped make the dress which is 32.6m (107ft) long and 18.1m (59.4ft) wide. The dress was made to promote the local handicrafts of Palestine.

LARGEST KANAFEH 
The largest plate of Kanafah was made in Nablus (Palestine) in July 2009. The plate of the Palestinian delicacy measured 75 m in length and 2 m in width and weighed 1,350 kg in total.
BIGGEST STRAW TRAY
Three women in the West Bank created a straw tray ever constructed in history. The project, which the women have been working on for over two years, was begun by Rose Hamad, a resident of a small village near the city of Ramallah. The straw tray is already the largest such tray in Palestine, and its construction continues.

LONGEST WEDDING DRESS
Ema Dumitrescu of Bucharest, Romania, had the longest wedding train which she flaunted in front of the Parliament palace in Bucharest March 20, 2012. The 2,750 m long train was made of 4,700 m of silk and laces and was stitched by using 1,857 needles. The train, which took 100 days to stitch, was crafted by a team of 10 seamstresses.
BEE PASSIONATE
She Ping of China, donned a 33.1 kilograms of  "beesuit" which consisted of about 3,31,000 bees, in Chongqing Municipality, April 18, 2012. 
TALLEST AERIAL TIGHT ROPE WALKER
Samat Hasan, a 24-year-old stuntman from Xinjiang Uighur Autonomous Region, walked on a tightrope in Zhangjiajie, Hunan province, on April 25, 2009. Walking on a 700-m long (2,300 ft) rope with a 3.1-cm (1.2 in) diameter and set at a 39-degree gradient, Hasan successfully performed the aerial tightrope walking after failing in a previous attempt in October 2008.
BIGGEST TROLLEY CASE
The largest trolley case measures 175cm (5ft 9in) X 115cm (3ft 9.3in) X 46cm (1ft 6.1in) and was made by Shanghai Newest Luggage Co. Ltd in Shanghai, China, during September 2006. 
MOST PEOPLE HUGGING TREES TOGETHER
A total of 879 people hugged trees together for two minutes in Kathmandu, Nepal, on June 5, 2011, on the occasion of World Environment Day, to spread the message of saving the environment.
SPINNING A BASKETBALL ON A TOOTHBRUSH
Thaneshwar Guragai of Nepal, spun a basketball on a toothbrush while holding the toothbrush in his mouth for exactly 22.41 seconds, on April 19, 2012, in Kathmandu, Nepal.
AN AMAZING ELECTRIC MOTOR CAR 
 Lit Motor’s Lit C-1, a compact two-wheeler features electronic gyroscopes that allow the vehicle to stay upright in the event of a collision, is an amazing vehicle which combines the elements of electric cars and electric bikes. The innovative EV features 40kW electric motors on the wheels which allow for gyroscopes to be located under the body floor. These spin at more than 1,300 lb/ft of torque. The C1 is also equipped with connectivity to smart phones that inform of the driver of treacherous weather or traffic conditions. Lit Motors describe their vehicle as ‘the world’s first gyroscopically stabilized rolling smart phone’ as it offers H2V, H2C, V2I, and V2V connectivity. 
MOST PEOPLE WASHING HANDS TOGETHER (SINGLE VENUE)
A  total of 200 participants from 73 nationalities residing in the UAE washed their hands for 20 seconds, on the occasion of the 5th anniversary of Global Hand washing Day, on October 10, 2012, at an event organised by Lifebuoy in collaboration with Dubai Municipality (DM) under the title ‘Hands for Hygiene’ at Asateer Tent, Atlantis The Palm, Dubai. Participants represented countries from all over the world, including the UAE, Ethiopia, Australia, Bahrain, Brazil, Canada, Egypt, India, Iran, Indonesia, Iraq, Lebanon, Nigeria, Pakistan, Palestine, Philippines, Saudi Arabia, South Africa, Turkey, USA, New Zealand, Yemen and Jordan among others.

OLDEST MALE
Jiroemon Kimura ( born in April 19, 1897) from Japan, is the last known man to live across three centuries. He is one of only 12 people alive today who were born in the 1890s, and the only man living to have been born in that decade.

LARGEST HUMAN MOSAIC
A total of 2,012 people, including Taichung Mayor Jason Hu, gathered to form an image of a person raising his arms in the form of a ‘V’ sign, on October 15, 2012, in Taichung, central Taiwan. The ‘V’ shape was the motive of a campaign called ‘I Love Taiwan’ initiated by Shaun Bettinson, an English teacher from Britain.

TALLEST HUMAN CHAIR STACK
The Peking Acrobats, of Peking, China, managed to create a chair stack 6.4 m (21 ft) high, with six people stacked onto seven chairs, holding a handstand for a full five seconds, on October 16, 1999,  in Los Angeles, California, USA.
THE LARGEST ORIGAMI GARLAND
Saint-Care Holding corporation (Japan) created an origami lei measuring 5,700 m (18,700 ft 9.44 in) in length, on November 19, 2011, at the Ishinomaki Sogo Centre 'Big Bang', in Ishinomaki, Miyagi prefecture, Japan. The lei was made with a total of 177,520 individual pieces of origami. The patients and staff of Saint-Care Holding made all the pieces of origami and the members of staff had assembled the lei. There were a total of 8,766 participants that took part in this record attempt and it took 50 days to complete. 
LARGEST ORIGAMI CRANE

Peace Piece Project at Hiroshima Shudo University, Hiroshima, Japan, created an origami crane of wingspan of 81.94 m (268 ft 10 in), on August 29, 2009, in Shudo University, Hiroshima.  

LARGEST ORIGAMI HORSE
An origami horse measuring  2 m x 2.5 m was displayed on November  3, 2004 in Moscow, together with a 1.8 m tall rider and a dragon 1.5 m high. It was a representation of the emblem of Moscow which depicts St. George on horseback slaying a dragon.
SMALLEST ORIGAMI CRANE
A square 1 mm X 1 mm was used to fold a crane using a microscope and sewing needle by Assistant Professor Watanabe at Nigata University, Japan, to create the smallest origami crane.
     SMALLEST FLAPPING BIRD
    Naito, Japan, folded a flapping bird from paper a mere 2.9 mm (about 1/10 in) square in   response to a 'smallest flapping bird competition' the bird was only about 2 mm from beak to tail. To display it, Naito mounted it on a needle inside a transparent globe. However it was still very difficult to see so Nigel Keen fitted a contact lens to the outside of the globe through which it could be viewed.
MOST PAPER LOTUS FLOWERS DISPLAYED
A total of 2,148,725 lotus flowers were displayed at Ngee Ann City Civic Plaza, Singapore, from May 6- May 7, 2006. They were combined to a 9.7 m [32 ft] lotus with 20 petals. The event was organized by the Singapore Buddhist Federation.
LARGEST HUMAN FLAG
A total of 24,200 people held green and white boxes in their hands and thereby made the human flag of Pakistan, on October 22, 2012,  on the pitch of Lahore's hockey stadium, Pakistan. 

FASTEST 100 PAPER CRANES
Yoneyama Yuichi (Japan) folded a total of 100 origami cranes in 40:35 minutes on November 30, 2010 in Nagoya, Japan.
MOST PAPER CRANES IN ONE HOUR (TEAM)
A total of 2,000 students, parents and teachers of Nanyang Primary School (Singapore) folded 19,688 cranes in one hour, on  July 29, 2009.
MOST PINE BOARDS BROKEN WITH HEAD
Mohammad Rashid of Karachi, Pakistan, broke a total of 34 pine boards in 32 seconds with his head,  on March 14, 2013, on the final day of the Punjab Youth Festival, Karachi, Pakistan. 
BIGGEST PICTURE MOSAIC
A total of 1,936 Pakistani students created the largest picture mosaic, March 14, 2013 on the pitch of Lahore's hockey stadium, Pakistan. The picture mosaic was of the Shahi Qila (Lahore Fort).
 
YOUNGEST PILOT TO FLY SOLO AROUND THE WORLD IN A SINGLE ENGINE AIRCRAFT
Malaysian Captain James Anthony Tan (21) took off from Langkawi, Malaysia flying solo in a Cessna 210 Eagle, dubbed The Spirit of Malaysia

USES KNIFE TO CLEAN EYES 
Liu Deyan (53) from China, uses a knife to clean the eyeballs of people. He runs an eye-cleaning stand in Chengdu, where his customers go to get their eyeballs cleansed through this ancient artwork. The process of cleaning the eyeballs takes about five minutes and involves pulling the eyelid back, cleansing the eyeball and then shaving and scraping its surface. In ancient China, it used to be the norm and today Deyan is one of the few that still practices the trade. Doctors warn that eyeball shaving was abandoned because it risks cross-infection.

EYE SOCKET STRENGTH
Yang Guanghe of China, pulled a 1.6 ton vehicle successfully with his eye sockets in Anshun, Guizhou Province of China on April 28, 2012. 
HUGE LEG TUMOR
Nguyen Duy Hai (32) of Vietnam suffered from a 176-pound tumor in his leg and has appealed for funds to pay for a surgery to remove it. The tumor has left him unable to walk. 

MOST TREES PLANTED SIMULTANEOUSLY
The most trees planted simultaneously was 64,096 and was achieved by the people of Siruma and Tinamba (Philippines), in Camarines Sur in association with the El Verde programme, Philippines, on 23 February, 2011. The attempt started at 11:00 am and ended at 11:15 am. A tot 6,893 participants actively took part and planted an area with a size of 32 hectars big. Different kinds of species including Narra, Agoho, Pili Canarium, Molave, Camagong, Dao and Lumbang were planted by the people. This record attempt was a part of the EL Verde 2012 project. 
MOST CONTINUOUSLY STAGED PERFORMANCE IN THE WORLD WITH MOST PERFORMERS
The Ramayana ballet regularly performed at the Hindu Prambanan Temple on the border of Yogyakarta and Central Java provinces (India) has been regularly staged since 1961 by 230 dancers and 30 musicians in the accompanying traditional Javanese gamelan music orchestra making it the  most continuously staged performance in the world with most performers. The ballet performance that broke the record was the final part of the series called the ‘Api Suci’ (Heavenly Fire) sequel. The sequel was performed on October 16, 2012 at the temple compound’s 300-square-meter open stage with the artistically illuminated historical temple as the backdrop.
